Introduction

Heavy metals are one of the many environmental hazards that organisms can
face. Various anthropogenic sources such as mining (Navarro et al., 2008) smelting
procedures (Brumelis ef al., 1999) and agriculture (V aalgamaa et al., 2008) are the chief
sources of heavy metal pollution in recent past. Along with these, natural activities
as well as chemical and metallurgical industries are the most important pathways
of heavy metals in the environment (Cortes et al., 2003). Transport of heavy metals
from the atmos phere to the soil takes place by dust fall, bulk precipitation and gas

or aerosol adsorption (Andersen ét al., 1978).
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
