Haabngaan is one of the folksongs nurtured and noutished by the people of the matgin of the district of
Bitbhum, a part of Rardh Bangla which is rich in folk culture born of deep rooted bondage among the
peoplt belonging to all strata of life, between man and landscape, man and flora and fauna of the land,
man and subhuman creature, and so on. The folk songs like Bhaadugaan, Bhasjugaan, Ghetugaan, etc,
reflect the socio-economic, socio-cultural and socio-religious aspects of local inhabitants along with the
aesthetic height of these sons of the soil whose education does not grow in formal setting. In the
present study we wish to ctitically review Haabugaanfrom the social, cultural and poetic petspectives.
This study, it is hoped, will bring out the several aspects of this folk song reflecting the solid inherent

tradition of upholding the greatness of humanism-born-humanity, a basic foundation of rural life across
the globe.

Haabugaan is assumed to have been botn in Shitalgram (formerly known as ‘Sindhalgram’), 2
village of the ]:abhpur Block of Bitbhum. Shitalgram is inhabited by the Hindu people of different
castes. One very poor and socially called ‘lower’ caste is Bawjigar or Bagjikar meaning uggler’ or
‘magician’ lives in this village and the women belonging to this Bagjikar caste are claimed to be the
composers as well as singers of Haabugaan. anothet two more villages of this Block are Dnarhka and
Mark6l whete Haabugaan is cultivated and sung. However, Haabugaan of Shitalgram is is more well
known and popular in comparison to that of othet villages. Still the Bagjikarwomen of Shitalgram
nbrture spontaneously and catry on their most loved folk tradition of which they ate proud.

The compound Haabugaan consists of two words haubu and gaan. The word haabuis detived from
vetb root haameaning  affection/ love driven spontaneous call/ and the word gaan means song. Hence
Haabugaan refers to song sung for spontaneous call born out of affection or love. This folksong is generally sung
without any accompaniment of musical instrument and woman singer creates rhythmic sound bocnlll)'
called furf with the help of right hand thumb and fore-finger. Sometime instrument like drum is used 1n
cases of group singing. It is rich in variety so far as thematic aspect is concerned. Songs based on
themes like love, poverty, familial relations, contemporary socio-political issues, local culmirc,‘ etc., flrc
composed and sung, It is notewotthy that Haabngaanlike several other folksongs across India 1s carried
out orally from generation to generation only on hearing and memorizing. Scholars rely on the only oral
songs and oral stories relating to those as hear and catried out by the poor illiterate women folk. As a
